Follow the dotted lines from Waterloo Station or Westminster Station. The entrance to the Fund’s Office is on your left as you enter the archway to the Marriot Hotel from Westminster Bridge.
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By tube:

The Diana, Princess of Wales Memorial Fund’s Office is approximately a five-minutes walk from Westminster tube station (exit one, follow signs for Westminster Pier) and eight minutes from Waterloo tube station (follow signs for the South Bank).

By rail:

The Fund’s Office is an eight-minutes walk from Waterloo and Waterloo East Railway Stations. Take exit six for the South Bank and follow the signs. The Fund’s Office is also around 20 minutes walk from Charing Cross Station, and can be reached via Hungerford Bridge.

By bus:

Buses that come nearby to the Fund’s Offices include the 11, 12, 24, 53, 77, 148, 159, 

211, 341, 453, 507 and the RV1.

By car:

We strongly advise against driving to the County Hall. However if you do drive, there are three car parks within walking distance located around the South Bank area.
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
